Yolo County is not immune
to human trafficking.

Commercial sex trafficking is
a nomadic enterprise. Yolo

County has two major
freeways, I-5 and I-80 that

traffickers use to go
between commercial sex

“hot spots” like Sacramento
and the Bay Area.

We need to educate our
youths to protect them from
vulnerabilities. Teenagers in
Yolo County have been and
will continue to be targets 

of traffickers. 

Empower Yolo's services
for human trafficking
survivors also include
therapy, legal services,

housing advocacy, food,
clothing, and toiletry items. 

While any child can be
targeted by a trafficker,

research shows traffickers
often target youth who lack
strong support networks,

have experienced violence
in the past, or are

experiencing homelessness.
